Convert Your Blog Into A PDF

There are a number of "blog-to-book services” that you can
use to convert your blog into a book or PDF.

These are the steps to convert

your blog into a book or PDF @ BlogBook.r

using www.blogbooker.com

BlogBooker is free to create three books with one year's
worth of blog content using low resolution images.

1 Export # ook

Log in to your blog's dashboard. mport
Go to Tools > Export. seport

Delete Site

2 Select Your Content

Select All Content. Or, if you only want to include
posts/pages from a specific author or from a specific
date range, then you can choose the posts or pages
export option. Click on Download Export File and
save the XML (WXR) file onto your computer.

Export

‘When you click the button below WordPress will create an XML file for you to save to your computer,

This format, which we call WordPress eXtended RSS or WXR, will contain your posts, pages, comments, custom
fields, categories, and tags.

Once you've saved the download file, you can use the Import function in another WordPress installation to import
the content from this site.
